The festival ‘La Chandeleur’ takes place in France on 2 February. 

 La Chandeleur, la fête des chandelles or la fête de la lumière is a religious festival in France  – a day when people get to eat a lot of crêpes/ pancakes! 😋 There are different reasons for this:
1. It was a good way to eat up extra wheat ahead of the new harvest.  
2. Another is that the crêpes resemble a sun so it was a reason to celebrate as the days started to get longer and sunnier.  As the crêpe is tossed, it is like the sun rising in the sky to make the day lighter.  
3. Religiously, the 2 February marks the day when Jesus was presented at the temple in Jerusalem.
