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The Romans were a group of people who belonged to the Roman 
Empire. The city of Rome, in Italy, was the centre of this empire. The 
Roman Empire was very powerful, with a huge army, which they used 
to fight people and increase the amount of land over which they ruled.

This is a map showing the Roman 
Empire at the height of its power. 
All of the land in red was ruled 
over by the Romans.

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To work out exactly how long ago the Romans invaded 
Britain, you would need to complete this number sentence:

We can round this answer up to say that 

the Romans invaded Britain almost 


2000 years ago!

The year it is now take away 43

EXTRA CHALLENGE: Do you know how many 

of your lifetimes this would be?!
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To work out approximately how many of your lifetimes this 
would be, you would need to complete this number sentence:

2000 divided by your age 
(you might need to use a calculator!)

For example, if you are 8 years old:

2000 ÷ 8 = 250


This means that you would have to live your 

lifetime 250 times to show how much time has 

passed since the Roman invasion in 43 AD!
