Science Experiment - Making a Teddy Bear Zip Wire

You will need
A teddy or other soft toy
Straws 
Pipe cleaner (or similar)
String
Timer/clock


What to do
[bookmark: _GoBack]Ask an adult to help you set up a zip wire in your house or garden, by feeding a small piece of straw onto a long piece of string. Then tie the string to two trees, door handles, chairs etc. in your house or garden to make a zip wire. Put a pipe cleaner around Teddy’s tummy, pass the pipe cleaner through the piece of straw and twist it. Can Teddy get from one side of the zip wire to the other? Test different harness materials, change the gradient and change the soft toy to see what affects the speed at which teddy travels. Use a timer or clock to see how long it takes each time you change something.
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
